Melody CHAN / Yangqin
	CHAN Mei-yan, Melody started learning the yangqin with CHAN Sam-lam when she was 7. She has been learning Chinese calligraphy since a young age and has won numerous championships in calligraphy competitions. Moreover, she is enthusiastic about piano performance.
